These Standard Terms and Conditions shall be attached to the informative document referred to as the programme/brochure. The
programme/offer describes the package, which, together with the programme/brochure and the travel coupon, constitute the
subject matter of the Contract.

The particulars as to the programme/offer contained in the programme/brochure are binding on the Organiser or Retailer, other than
in any of the following circumstances: a) Changes in such particulars have been clearly communicated in writing to the Consumer
before conclusion of the Contract and that possibility was expressly mentioned in the programme/offer. b) Changes are subsequently
made, following an agreement in writing between the parties fo the Contract. Each article of these standard terms should be
considered to be independent from the rest. The total or partial invalidity of one article or paragraph shall not result in the invalidity
of any other article or paragraph hereof. These standard terms do not apply to group contracts, or to hire contracts or charter parties,
where a complete ship is hired, which shall be governed by specific contracts between the parties.

1. ORGANISATION AND DEFINITIONS

The cruise tours have been organised by PULLMANTUR CRUISES, SL. a Wholesale-Retail Travel Organiser, with VAT Registration
B-84581701, place of business at Calle Mahonia, 2, 28043 Madrid and CICMA Licence 1878. Email clientes@pullmantures. Hereinafter,
the Organiser or also Pullmantur.

The ship owner is PULLMANTUR CRUISES SHIP MANAGEMENT LTD, a company incorporated in accordance with the laws of the
Republic of Malta, with registered office at Valletta, 200 Old Bakery Street, 1455 VLT Malta. Hereinafter, the Ship. The ships are operated
under the Pullmantur brand, with the exception of the Horizon and the Zenith, which are operated under the brand CDF Croisieres
de France, a member of Pullmantur Group.

Consumer or User or Passenger means any person who is the principal contractor, Beneficiary or Transferee.
The principal contractor is the individual or legal entity who buys or agrees to buy the package.

Beneficiary means the individual on whose behalf the principal contractor agrees to purchase the package.
Transferee means the individual to whom the principal contractor or other Beneficiary transfers the package.

Organiser means the individual or legal entity who, other than occasionally, organises packages and sells or offers them for sale,
whether directly or through a Retailer.

Retailer means the individual or legal entity who sells or offers to sell the package put together by an Organiser.
2.PRICE
2.1 The Package price includes

1) Round-trip carriage, when this service is included in the programme/offer booked, the means, characteristics and category of
transport being as set out in the passenger coupon.

2) Accommodation on board the ship with an All-Inclusive meal plan including breakfast, lunch and dinner in the main restaurants
(dinner at the times specified), and in the Buffet service, with the following drinks: water, juices, coffee, tea, soft drinks and leading-
brand alcoholic beverages.

3) Taxes and other charges. The package price includes embarkation, disembarkation, port and airport taxes and charges and any
other tax and/or charge applied separately or on a pro rata basis for processing and transaction services with port staff, including, but
not limited to, tenders, boarding bridges, agents and luggage.

4) All other services and add-ons specifically referred to in the programme/offer booked or expressly set down in the Contract,
together with the coupon and the documents handed to the Consumer.

2.2. The Package price does not include

221 Visas and/or %ovemment taxes for entering and exiting any countries included in the itinerary, which the passenger will pay
directly if required to do so by the local authorities. Tourist accommodation taxes payable directly at destination are not included
either, 'nor are excess luggage or vaccination certificates. The +1,+2 and + 3 drink’s ‘options, the ‘Favorites’ and * Total" optional
beverage packages or an{ other optional products or extras listed in the programme/offer or in the programme/brochure are
also not included, and neither are bottled water or natural juices, or drinks served at Premiumbars and lunch and dinner in certain
restaurants. Sea Spa, hairdresser, beauty and wellness services are not included either, and neither is shopping at Duty-Free
Shops, the Internet and Wi-Fi service in reserved areas, the 24-hour room service, babysitting service, admission and access to

not expressly booked by the Consumer and not therefore referred to in the Contract and documents delivered to the Consumer

They are listed in the brochure for informative purposes only and the consumer may optionally
decide whether or not to purchase them.

223. Extraordinary services purchased on board, which the passenger shall pay on the last day of the cruise.

224. Service fees. The package price does not include service fees. Those fees are intended for shipboard staff whose primary duty
is to offer passengers a continuous, personalised service in order for their stay on board to be fully satisfactory, and shall be payable
by the passenger on the last day of the cruise,

2.3, Price revision

The package price has been calculated based on the exchange rates, carriage costs, cost of fuel and taxes and fees applicable at the
date on which the brochure is ﬁubl\shed Any variation in the price of those items may result in an upward or downward revision of the
final package price, strictly in the amounts of the aforesaid price variations, which you shall be duly specified in detail. These changes
shall be notified to the Consumer by any means proving such communication. There shall under no circumstances be an upward
revision within the twenty days preceding the package departure date, with respect to bookings already made.

24, Special offers

Where the travel package is booked as a result of last-minute or equivalent special offers, at a price differing from the price shown
inthe grogramme/broc ure, the services covered by the price shall be only those specified in detail in the special offer. Those offers
are subject to limited-time availability, based on criteria which the Organiser will duly inform the Consumer of from time to time,

25. Optional beverage packages and drink’s options.

The +1+2 and + 3 drink’s options can only be purchased on board. "Favorites” and “Total’ beverage packages can be purchased both
on board and before boarding. Beverage packa?es purchased before embarking shall be purchased for all the cruise nights, and
may be cancelled or chan?ed up to 4 days before sailing without penalty for the change or cancellation. The passenger will be
refunded through the retail travel agency. If a passenger ultimately cancels the cruise, there will be no cancellation penalty either for
beverage packages. ‘Favorites” and “Total' beverage packages may also be purchased on board up to three nights before the end
of the cruise for all the remaining nights. On mini cruises lasting 3 and 4 days, they may be purchased until the first night on board.
They are not available for purchase on board 1- and 2-day cruises. Beverage packages purchased on board may be cancelled but
will not be refunded other than in events of force majeure. Beverages you may have had before J)urchasmg the package on board will
not be refunded. Passengers who are not able to use the beverage packages booked for medical reasons originating on board, will
receive a refund equal to the cost of the days during which they are not able to enjoy the same. A medical certificate issued by the
ship's doctor will have to be provided.

3. ENROLMENTS, METHOD OF PAYMENT AND REFUNDS

31 Enrolments.- Bookings shall be valid only when confirmed b% the Organiser. If before the booking is confirmed and the Contract
is concluded, the Organiser is no longer able to provide any of the requested services, the Consumer will be duly advised and may
withdraw the request, but will in that case only recover the deposit amounts, if any, which the Consumer will be paid by the Retail
agency through which the booking was made and to which the deposit amounts were paid, within not more than 15 days.

32 Method of payment- In order for enrolment to be made, when the package is booked, the Retail travel agency may ask for a deposit
of at least EUR/USD 50. A receipt will be duly issued specifying both the deposit amount paid by the Consumer for the package booked
and the balance outstanding, which shall be payable when the Contract is signed and the coupons and any other travel documents are
delivered. The outstanding payment shall be made at least 35 days before the date of departure or embarkation

Enrolments requested less than 35 days before the date of departure or embarkation shall be paid in full when the booking is confirmed,
and the Contract will be signed and the coupons will be delivered thereafter. In the case of special offers put on the market, payment
shall be made on the terms established in the offer. The acceptance of bookings by the Organiser shall be subject to availability on the
requested dates, and will be deemed completed when confirmation is sent by the Organiser.

No bookings by minors will be accepted. Bookings for underage passengers shall be made by persons having parental authority over
them or by other adults having the necessary legal authority. In addition, bookings will only be accepted if the minor travels with his
parents or legal guardians or with a letter signed by his parents or guardians authorising the minor to travel with another adult who will
take responsibility for the minor during the tour, and the letter shall be duly authorised by the competent authority where that is required

Insurance premiums and processing fees for changing or transferring bookings, as the case may be, are non-refundable.

The failure to pay any of those amounts on the set dates shall constitute a breach triggering termination of the Contract and resulting
in the application of the provisions of section 4.1 below (Withdrawal of the Consumer).

33 Refunds.- All refunds due for any reason shall be made by the same means used for paying for the package, but no refund
whatsoever shall be made for services which the Consumer voluntarily decides not to use, other than where there'is a withdrawal of
the Consumer in an event of force majeure.

4. WITHDRAWAL OF THE CONSUMER AND TRANSFERS

41 In packages you do not have the right of withdrawal established in articles 102 et seq of Legislative Royal Decree 1/2007, which
specifically consists of the right of withdrawal from the requested services including the right to a refund of the total amount for any
reason within 14 calendar days after the Contract is concluded

The Consumer and user may at all times terminate the services requested or booked, and shall be entitled to a refund of any amounts
paid, but shall have to compensate the Organiser or Retailer in the following amounts, other than where termination is due to events
of force majeure

The package is subject to special economic contract terms, and the cancellation expenses are as follows:

1 Cancellations occurring more than 30 days in advance of the date of departure shall be applied handling costs amounting to EUR

2. Cancellations occurring more than 15 days and less than 31 days in advance of the package start date shall be applied 33% of the
package booking value (excluding the amounts referred to in section 2.2.4 above).

3. Cancellations occurring more than 7 and less than 16 days in advance of the date of departure shall be applied 67% of the package
booking value (excluding the amounts referred to in section 2.2.4 above).

4. Cancellations occurring within 7 days of departure shall be applied 100% of the package booking value (excluding the amounts
referred to in section 2.2.4 above)

4.2. Transfer of bookings. In all packages, the principal contractor or any Beneficiary may transfer their booking at no cost to a third
[Ferson by submitting a written request fifteen days in advance of the package start date, unless the parties agree to a shorter period

he Transferee shall have to meet the same requirements as the transferor, which are set down generally for the package, and they
shall both be jointly and severally liable to the Retailer or, as the case may be, the Organiser for payment of the package price and
any justified additional transfer costs.

5. SIGNIFICANT ALTERATION OF THE CONTRACT BEFORE DEPARTURE, TERMINATION OF THE CONTRACT FOR A REASON
ATTRIBUTABLE TO THE ORGANISER AND CANCELLATION OF THE PACKAGE

The Organiser agrees to provide its clients with all services booked set out in the programme/ brochure and in the programme/offer
underlying the package Contract, subject to the agreed terms and characteristics:

51 If the Organiser finds that before the departure any of the essential terms of the Contract need to be altered significantly, the
Organiser shall immediately notify the Consumer.

52.In that case, and unless otherwise agﬂreed by the parties in individually negotiated clauses, the Consumer may choose to either
terminate the Contract without any penalty whatsoever or to accept an amendment to the Contract specifying the alterations made
and their impact on the price. The Consumer shall inform the Organiser of the decision made within three days after being notified of
the alteration referred to in section 5.1). If the Consumer should fail to notify the decision on the above terms, the Consumer shall be
taken to have chosen to terminate the Contract without any penalty whatsoever.

5.3 If the Consumer chooses to terminate the Contract, ﬁursuant to paragr?fh 5.2), or if for whatever cause, other than the fault of the
Consumer, the Organiser cancels the package before the agreed date of departure, the Consumer shall be entitled, forthwith upon
termination of the Contract, either to a refund of all sums paid under the Contract, or to take another package of equivalent or higher
quality, provided that the Organiser is able to offer it to the Consumer. If the package offered is of lower quality, the Organiser or the
Retailer shall refund the difference in price to the Consumer, where appropriate, having regard to the sums theretofore paid under the
Contract. Inany event, the Consumer may demand a refund of the sums paid from the party to whom they were paid, ie. to the Retailer
and the Retailer must refund the same as soon as possible and, at all events, within not more than 14 calendar days after the notice of
termination of the contract by the consumer or from the occurrence of the circumstances triggering cancellation

54 In the above events, the Organiser and the Retailer shall be liable to pay to the Consumer a compensation which shall under no
circumstances be less than 5 per cent of the total price of the package booked, if the non-performance occurs between two months
and fifteen days preceding the scheduled travel date; 10 per cent if it occurs between fifteen days and three days preceding that date,
and 25 per cent if the non-performance occurs within forty-eight hours preceding that date.

No compensation shall be due where:

1) Cancellation is on the grounds that the number of persons enrolled for the package is less than the minimum number required and
the Consumer is informed of the cancellation in writing before the deadline to do so established in the Contract, which shall be at least
10 days in advance of the scheduled package start date.

2) Cancellation of the package, excluding overbooking, is for reasons of force majeure, taking that to be unusual and unforeseeable
circumstances beyond the control of the party pleading the same, the consequences of which could not have been avoided even
if all due care had been exercised

6. CONSEQUENCES OF NON-PERFORMANCE OF SERVICES

6.1 Where, after departure, the Organiser does not provide or perceives that a significant proportion of the Contract services may not be

procured, the Organiser shall make suitable arrangements for the continuation of the package, at no extra cost for the Consumer, and shall
1y to the Consumer the difference, if any, between the services offered and those supplied. If the Consumer continues the travel package

with the arrangements made by the Organiser, then the Consumer shall be deemed to have tacitly accepted the proposed arrangement

If the arrangements proposed by the Organiser cannot be made or are not accepted by the Consumer for good reasons, the Organiser shall

provide the Consumer, at no extra cost, with equivalent transport back to the place of departure or any other place agreed by both of them,

notwithstanding any compensation due, where appropriate.

In Ehe above cases, in the event of a claim, the Retailer or, where appropriate, the Organiser shall make prompt efforts to find appropriate

solutions.

6.2 Where the package is cancelled due to mechanical failures, the Consumer will be entitled to a refund of the total cruise price if it
is cancelled, or to a partial refund or refund of the difference between the services offered and those finally supplied if cancellation
occurs with the package under way, due to those failures. The Consumer will be entitled to transport back to the scheduled port of
disembarkation or to the Consumer's home town, as the company shall see fit, if the cruise ends early due to mechanical failures. The
Consumer will be entitled to accommodation where the cruise ends early due to mechanical failures if disembarkation is required and
an overnight stay is necessary in an unscheduled port.



6.3. The Organiser shall not be liable for any failure in the performance of tourist services purchased directly by the Consumer, where
the Organiser is not howsoever involved in their purchase.

6.4. Consumers deciding not to use any service included in the programme shall not be entitled to demand a refund for any services
they voluntarily decided not to take, other than where the withdrawal is due to reasons of force majeure.

7. COMMUNICATION BY THE CONSUMER OF ANY FAILURE IN THE PERFORMANCE OF THE CONTRACT ON THE SPOT

The Consumer is advised to communicate any improper performance or non-performance of any contract service which he perceives
on the spot to the Organiser or to the Retailer and, as the case may be, to the supplier of the service concerned at the earliest
opportunity in order for the Retailer or the Organiser to make prompt efforts to find appropriate solutions. The communication shall be
made in writing or in any other appropriate form affording proof.

8. COMPLAINTS TO THE AGENCY

81 Without prejudice to any legal actions available to the Consumer, he may submit written complaints for non-performance or
improper performance of the contract to the Retail agency.

8.2. Within not more than 30 days, the Organiser or the Retail agency shall reply in writing to the complaints. Complaints to Pullmantur
shall be sent to the Quality Department using the email address reclamaciones@pullmantures.

83. At this stage, the Consumer and the agency may apply for mediation by the competent authority or the bodies set up for that
purpose in order to arrive on their own at a settlement of the dispute satisfactory for both parties

8.4. If the dispute cannot be resolved by means of a complaint to the agency, the Consumer may submit the complaint to consumer
arbitration if the agency complained against has previously adhered fo the consumer arbitration system or if the agency, despite
not having adhered, accepts the Consumer's request for arbitration. In addition, the Consumer may in any event take action in court.

9. LIMITATION OF ACTIONS

If the dispute is not expressly submitted by the parties to consumer arbitration, the Consumer may claim in court.

Legal actions under the package Contract become time-barred after a period of two years, from the date on which the package
should end.

10. LIABILITY

10.1. General

The Organising Travel Agency and the Retailer shall be liable to the Consumer for the proper performance of the obligations arising
from the Contract, regardless of whether the same must be performed by them or by other service providers, and notwithstanding
the Organisers' and Retailers' right to take action against those service providers.

The package Organisers and Retailers shall be liable for damages sustained by the Consumer as a resullt of the improper performance
or non-performance of the Contract. That liability shall cease upon any of the following circumstances occurring:

1) Where the Consumer is at fault for the failures observed in the performance of the Contract

2) Where those failures are attributable to a third party unrelated to the supply of the services provided for in the Contract and are
unforeseeable or unavoidable.

3) Where the relevant failures are due to reasons of force majeure, takmrq those to be unusual and unforeseeable circumstances
beyond the control of the party pleading the same, the consequences of which could not have been avoided even if all due care
had been exercised.

4) Where the failures are due to an event which the Retailer or, where appropriate, the Organiser, even with all due care, could not

foresee or forestall

Nevertheless, in events in which liability is excluded upon the occurrence of any of the circumstances provided for in 2, 3and 4 above,

gmfe} OrL aniser and the Retailer parties to the package Contract shall be bound to give all necessary assistance to the Consumer in
ifficulty.

102, Limits in the compensation for damages

The compensation for damages resulting from non-performance or improper performance of the services included in the package
shall be limited in accordance with the provisions of nationals laws and international conventions by which those services are
governed, in particular under Regulation (EC) no. 392/2009, of the Parliament and of the Council, of 23 April 2009, on the liability
of carriers of passengers by sea in the event of accidents, incorporating the Consolidated Version of the Athens Convention of 13
December 1974, and its Protocol of 2002, and the London Convention of 19 November 1976, amended by its Protocol of 1996, and
subsequent amendments for the time being in force, on the limitation of liability for Maritime Claims.

11. DELIMITATION OF THE PACKAGE SERVICES

111 General alterations

Pursuant to international maritime laws, where circumstances or safety reasons (as the ship's master shall decide) or reasons of force
majeure so require or advise, shipping companies will be able to make such alterations as they shall consider appropriate, including
altering the order of stopovers during the cruise, cancelling any of these, modifying the berthing time, changing the ship for another
one of similar standing, etc. Whenever these changes occur before the package start date, the passenger shall be advised and will
be entitled to a total refund of any package pa¥ment made, other than handling costs, but shall not be entitled to any compensation
whatsoever. Where those changes occur with the package under way, the Consumer shall not be entitled to any refund or
compensation whatsoever, provided that they constitute an event of force majeure or are due to an event which the Retailer or, where
appropriate, the Organiser, even with all due care, could not foresee or forestall

112, Excursions

Land excursions and visits are optional and their cost has not been included in the price of the fare. Their organisation depend on
local providers unrelated to the Wholesale Agency and the Cruise Lines and the same shall, as appropriate, be purchased on board,
through our web www.pullmantur.es or through your travel agency or retailer.

113 Persons with reduced mobility

1131 The ships have a limited number of cabins equipped to accommodate disabled people and not all ship areas and facilities are
accessible or specifically equipped for disabled people.

Persons with reduced mobility, who have booked a cruise with the port of embarkation situated in the territory of a Member State of
the European Union, or with the port of embarkation situated outside the territory of a Member State and the port of disembarkation
situated in the territory of a Member State, are advised that, as provided for in article 8.4 of Regulation 1177/2010, where strictly
necessary and under the following conditions: () in order to meet the safety requirements established by law/the competent
authorities, or (I) where the design of the passenger ship or port infrastructure and equipment, including port terminals, make it
impossible to carry out the embarkation, disembarkation or carriage of the said person in a safe or operationally feasible manner,
the carrier ship may require that the disabled person or person with reduced mobility be accompanied by another person who is
capable of providing him with the assistance required. Such adult person shall be carried free of charge on cruise-related passage
services only.

1132. Duty of passenger to communicate that he is a Person of Reduced Mobility when requesting[; abooking

The passenger must inform the Organiser, when requesting the booking, of any physical or mental illnesses or disabilities which may
require special assistance or care. A person with reduced mobility means any person whose mobility when travelling is reduced due
to any physical disability (sensory or locomotor, permanent or temporary), intellectual disability or impairment, or any other cause
of disability, or age, and whose situation needs appropriate attention and the adaption to his particular needs of the service made
available to the other passengers.

114. Pregnant women

Because the ship is not equipped to care for pregnancwes and deliveries, no bookings will be taken for passengers who will be
24 weeks into their pregnancy or beyond on the date on which the tour ends. At the time of embarkation, expectant passengers
shall have to provide a medical certificate proving that the passenger and the baby are in good health, specwfy\n? the expected
delivery date and that the passenger is med\caue/ it to travel. Pregnant passengers shall have sole liability for proper fulfilment of the
requirements established for their embarkation. For safety reasons, and specifically because there are no incubators designed for the
carriage of new-born babies, and no devices necessary to provide them with assistance on board, no bookings will be taken for infants
who are not six months old on the scheduled embarkation date.

GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

115, Safety rules

The pass\én er must behave in a manner that does not compromise the safety, peace and em?ment for other passengers,
and conduct himself in accordance with reasonable standards of care and exercising prudent judgment and will observe the
administrative and statutory provisions in relation to the package and, specifically, the conduct policy and drink consumption policy.
The passenger shall not bring aboard the ship any merchandise, alcoholic beverages, live animals (except for recognised guide
dogs for visually impaired persons), weapons, ammunition, explosives and flammable, toxic or hazardous substances without the
Organiser's written consent. No use whatsoever may be made, either at embarkation or in the ship cabins, of an{ electrical heating
device or appliance such as clothes irons, water heaters, electric tea kettles, pots or boilers, heaters, radiators and the like. No vehicle
whatsoever may be brought aboard, irrespective of whether it is animal, human, electric or mechanically-drawn, except for those used
by persons with any type of disability or impairment and to the extent essential to ensure their autonomy. Non-compliance shall result
in the device found being seized by on-board personnel with no possibility of use until the end of the ‘cruise, at which time they will
be returned to their respective owners. The passenger shall be liable for damages and losses to the Organiser and the ship as a result
of the Passenger's wilful misconduct or negligent or wrongful conduct.

116. Passengers to return on time after stopovers

The cruise has itineraries including calls at different ports which may be visited. Whenever the passenger disembarks at a port on the
itinerary booked, the passenger shall have to return to the ship in sufficient advance to the time and date of departure from the port
and observing the directions given by the ship. If the passenger fails to arrive at the scheduled embarkation time after the stopover for
reasons attributable to that passenger, he shall be liable for all the consequences arising from that failure.

117 Master's authority

The Master is by law and under International Treaties fully entitled, in any circumstances of need or danger and, in particular, where
reasons of safety of the ship, passengers and/or the ship's crew so advise, to assist and tow other vessels, deviate from the scheduled
route, call at any port, transfer passengers and luggage to another ship, refuse the embarkation of anyone whose health does not,
in his view, allow them to go on the cruise, disembark during the cruise anyone whose health does not, in his view, allow them to
continue on the cruise or, in general, anyone posing a safety hazard for the ‘ship or the other passengers, and anyone engaging on
board the ship in any business or other activity in breach of the company's policies regarding passenger behaviour on board and
specifically the company’s conduct policy delivered on board and available at the website.

All passengers shall submit to the Master's discipline, in particular in regard to all navigation or safety matters on board the ship. In
addition, and as provided for in section 3.3 of Regulation 19 of Chapter Il of the SOLAS appendix, all passengers must take part in
such safety drills as the Master shall determine, in accordance with the applicable international laws. If any passenger refuses to take
part in these drills without just cause, the Master may report that behaviour to the court or police authorities at the next port of call,
in order for appropriate action to be taken.

The passenger agrees at all times to abide by the orders and directions of the Master of the ship, the ship's personneland the different
authorities of the countries to be visited. The refusal to abide by these orders or directions may result in immediate termination of the
package, in which case the passenger shall bear any cost arising from that breach

11.8. Ship's Doctor

The ship has a qualified doctor on board in case the passen%er wishes or needs to request medical assistance during the cruise. It
shall be the passenger's decision to request the services of the ship's doctor and the cost of any appointments shall be paid by the
passenger. The ships doctor is not a specialist and the ship's medical centre is not required to be and is not equipped to the same
standards as a land-based hospital. The ship's medical centre is not designed to provide extensive or continum% medical treatment.
The ship carries medical supplies and equipment as required by the laws of the ship's flag state. Customary charges will apply for
services provided and medications dispensed by the ship's medical centre.

In the event of illness or injury of any passenger, the passenger may be landed ashore to receive medical treatment.

11.9. Membership of CLIA (Cruise Lines International Association)
Pullmantur Cruises, as a member of the Cruise Lines International Association (CLIA), has signed the International Cruise Lines'
Passenger Bill of Rights, which is posted at our website pullmantures and at the CLIA's website

12. INFORMATION THAT THE RETAIL AGENT MUST PROVIDE TO THE CONSUMER

The Consumer is advised that when the booking is confirmed he should receive from the Retail agenc%/ advice as to the optional
conclusion of insurance covering the cost of cancellation and/or assistance insurance covering the cost of repatriation in the event of
accident, illness or death; and information on likely risks havin: re%ard to destination and the package booked

Caribbean destinations may be impacted by hurricanes at certain times of the year, and the Retail agent must inform you about this

13. PASSPORTS, VISAS AND DOCUMENTS

131 The Retail agency shall provide information on the health formalities required for the journey and the stay, and ondpassport and
visa requirements applicable to European Union citizens and shall be liable for the accuracy of the information provide:

132. The Consumer shall obtain all necessary documents for the package, including passport and visas and in relation to health
formalities. The Consumer shall be liable for all damages arising from the absence of any such documents and, in particular, the cost
of interrupting the package and repatriation in due course.

133. If the Retail agent accepts instructions from the Consumer to process the visas required for any of the destinations on the
itinerary, tr%? agent may ask to be paid the cost of the visa and handling expenses for any procedures at the relevant diplomatic or
consular office.

In that event, the Retail agency shall be liable for any damages attributable to the agency based on reasonable standard of care arising
from any delays in obtaining the necessary documents or from missing or incomplete documents.

134. Persons aged under 18, or who are minors under the laws of the relevant country, who travel without their parents or without
any other person, shall also carry a written Eerm\sslon from their parents or guardians attaching a copy of their credentials, or of the
relevant bodly, in expectation of the same being requested by any authority, which shall also include the necessary information to
contact the parents in an emergency.

14. LUGGAGE AND INSURANCE

Passengers have a luggage allowance of 30 kg on board free of charge. Any excess luggage shall be charged at the standard price of
luggage, but the carrier shall however be entitled to limit the weight of that excess luggage. It is established that the a%gregate value of
the passenger's luggage under the passage ticket covering luggage and stay, contents and personal belongings, is limited insofar as the
carrier's liability is concerned, to the amounts set out in the summary of Regulation 392/2009, which includes the limits of liability for loss
of or damage to luggage. The carrier shall be liable, subject to limits provided for by the applicable laws and detailed in the summary of
Regulation 392/2009, which includes the limits of liability for loss of or damage to luggage. for cabin luggage for the period of time during
which that luggage is on board, or in the course of embarkation or disembarkation, and the period during which the passenger and his cabin
luggage are fransported by water from land to the ship or vice-versa, if the cost of such auwaarK transport is included in the passage fare or if
the vessel used for this purﬁose has been put at the disposal of the passenger by the carrier. The carrier will also be liable for cabin luggage,
subject to the limits described in the summary of the aforementioned regulation, when the passenger is in a marine terminal or station or
on a quay or other port installation, if that Lugga%e has been taken over by the carrier, its employees or agents and has not been delivered
to the passenger. With regard to other luggage that is not cabin luggage, the carrier shall be liable for such lu ga%e for the period from the
time of its taking over by the carrier, its employee or agent on shore or on board until the time of its re-delivery by them to the passenger. All
of this shall be Subject to the limits established by the applicable laws and set down in the section of the summary of Regulation 392/2009
which includes the limits of liability for loss of or damage to luggage. Passengers perceiving a oss of or any damage to their luggage in the
course of embarkation or disembarkation shallimmediately give the carrier notice in writing by submitting the relevant claim. The passenger
shallbe presumed to have received the luggage undamaged within 15 days from the date of disembarkation. The Consumer may, optionally
within the package, benefit from a policy with an Insurer whereby the latter shall agree to indemnify the insured once only and up to the
policy amount having regard to the travel destination, covering robbery involving violence or intimidation or forcible entry, in respect of the
Consumers' luggage, as well as loss and theft, where that is established by means of a report to the comgetem authorities, or damages to
the same as aresult of any accident whatsoever or fire occurring in or to the means of carriage. In case of robbery, loss or theft of or damages
to the lu%gage in the circumstances described above, the client agrees to notify the same, within not more than 15 days, directly to the
Insurer's head office, enclosing a document proving that a report was lodged with the competent authority or proving the occurrence, as
the case may be, together with a valuation of the stolen or damaged items. That deadline shall start to be counted from the day on which
the client's package ends.
